








SCOTS VICTORIOUS IN OPENER

Victory, obviously a little confused as 
to when Covenant's athletic season be­
gan this year, was finally jolted from 
her distant dwelling (perhaps it takes 
a familiar sport to stir her) and graced 
Scot fortunes with her welcomed p re ­
sence last Friday in a 69-58 triumph 
over Atlanta Christian. Even though 
her arrival was one opener (and 
season) too late, there was no caviling 
over the m erits of her visitation.
She was met with uniform acclaim — 
Victory is the coolest.

Sparked by Bobby Eallagh's 17 point 
^^oarrage , the Scots acquired an early 

advantage which, though pressed to 
within a single point in the closing 
minutes, proved insurmountable. The 
win evened Coach Anderson's record 
in onening games to 1 and 1, and 
atoned for last year's  initial setback 
at the hands of the Atlanta team.

Lee College of Cleveland, Tenn., 
using a lightening -fast break quickly 
silenced Covenant thunder the follow­
ing night with a 110—59 shocking, 
thus tarnishing the glittering glories 
of the night before. Lee's landslide 
was a severe setback, but it did not 
reverse a fact. Victory has visited 
Covenant basketball and has early 
implanted within each player the neces-
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sity and fruits of her maintenance. 
Hopefully she has so impressed the 
entire squad that the Scots will uphold 
this vision of victory and attain a 
win-dominated '65-f66 season.
