The Lady Scots had to overcome 
poor free-throw shooting, foul trouble and 
an injury to Freshman Laranda Mullinax 
mid-way through the first half.

Covenant’s shooters picked up the slack, 
hitting several shots from 3-point range. 
Senior Kim Klein was 4 of 7 from behind 
the arc, including an exciting shot near the 
half-court line to close the-half. Freshman 
Kristy Clark had a phenomenal first half, 
with an impressive 14 points, 7 steals and 
5 assists. Junior Crystal Anderson added 8 
for the Lady Scots.

Clinch Valley was led in the first by 
Angela Gray, who finished the half with 
13 points off a perfect 5 for 5 from the line

and Christy Gray, who added 11 points.
The shoot-out continued in the second 

half, and as Covenant continued to stay 
ahead of the Lady Cavaliers, they were 
forced to send the Lady Scots to the line.

The game was a season high in the scor­
ing column for the Lady Scots, who fin­
ished with 6 of 9 players scoring double 
figures. Leading the charge was Clark, 
who had an unbelievable game with 32 
points, 7 steals, 6 rebounds and 9 assists.
